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CALL FOR PAPERS AND PROPOSALS

The 2008 Western Academy of Management Track at the Asia Academy of Management Conference,

Taipei, Taiwan - Dec 14-18, 2008

“Strategic Alliances and Networks: Opportunities, Vision and Obstacles”

Please join us in Taipei, Taiwan to continue the WAM tradition of exploring provocative questions, in an international venue. However, unlike previous IWAMs, the 2008 Conference will be held jointly with the Asia Academy of Management.  Given the pervasiveness of strategic alliances and networks, WAM is partnering with the Asian Academy of Management to provide the platform to scholars to investigate issues related to strategic alliances.

We encourage the broad participation of scholars from around the world, as well as advocating innovative forums in the conference program. This conference is a response to recent dialogue in the academic and business arenas requesting continued insights into management of strategic alliances.  Over the past decade or so, the business world has witnessed a large series of strategic alliances with important implications for managing business. As such, the conference seeks to explore the following areas:

· Why do strategic alliances remain popular despite the years of research showing high failure rates?  Do we need to change how we measure success?
· What are some new ways companies are managing strategic alliances to ensure success?  What new factors are influencing success?
· How are networks different from strategic alliances?  How are networks managed differently than strategic alliances?
· Are strategic alliances mostly used for learning?  Do companies that approach strategic alliances as learning tools gain more?

We invite you to read the call to see if you also want to submit papers directly.  Furthermore, in line with the strategic alliance, we also invite papers that address the following questions:

· Has Asian management made any unique contributions to managing strategic alliances?  What is the nature of these differences?  Do these differences help companies better manage strategic alliances and networks?
SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

We invite you to submit papers that will explore the above themes as well as papers examining broad management themes.  Please attach two versions of your submission to an e-mail message: one with a title page containing author-identifying contact information and one without the author-identifying title page. These two files should be named "AUTHOR" and "NO-AUTHOR", respectively. All submissions must be made in a Word–compatible file format. Your submission will be acknowledged electronically upon receipt. Send your submission as an attachment by email to: parbotek@uww.edu.

Submissions must not exceed 25 double -spaced pages, should have 1" margins on all sides, and be in 12- point font. In addition they must not have been previously presented or scheduled for presentation at another professional meeting or be under concurrent consideration at another meeting.

1) Papers: The title page must contain the names, affiliations, addresses, and telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail addresses of each participant. The abstract should be on a separate page and include the paper’s title and a 250-word abstract.

2) Symposia: Please follow format guidelines of the Academy of Management submissions. Title page should include identifying information for all participants. The body of the proposal should include (a) an abstract page without identifying information, (b) 3-5 page summary of the session and proposed format, (c) 2-5 page description of each paper in the session, and (d) a signed statement from each participant agreeing to register for the conference if the symposium is accepted.

3) Panels, Roundtables, Workshops, etc.: Submissions are invited for non-traditional presentations, such as dialogue panels or workshops, or other innovative approaches to presenting research and insights on the conference themes. Innovative sessions are encouraged. These submissions should provide (a) identifying information for the organizers, (b) a description of the target audience, (c) proposed session content and format, and (d) a description of the session’s added value.
